Vice-President, locals, regions, and other
ROs.

o Write reports about work completed, collect
analytics about the progress of the campaign
and interact with various database and other
campaign digital tools.

o Talk with workers about bargaining issues
and train others to do the same.

e The successful candidate will be expected to
be able to travel frequently and be in
compliance with travel restrictions as
determined by health authorities.

e Prepare own work schedule on a monthly
basis to determine how much time will be
needed to be booked off from Canada Post
duties.

e  Other relevant duties as required.

QUALIFICATIONS

e Must be available to work from January to
June 2024. Depending on scheduling, the
work could be full-time for the next six
months, at which time the position will be
reviewed and possibly extended.

e Enthusiastic, self-starter who can work well
on their own and with others.

e Ability to work irregular hours and away
from home for extended periods of time
(there will be meetings after regular work
hours, shop floor and work location visits).

e Must be able to drive and have a valid
driver’s license.

e Good speaking, writing, computer, and
organizational skills.
